Linguistic Demands: The following are some examples in English that may vary based on the language of instruction. In the first three levels
(entering, emerging and transitioning), students can approach the standards in their new and/or home language.

» Use introductory words and phrases to introduce a topic with a specific focus. » Use a variety of words (e.g., in contrast, especially, because, thus, therefore) to
