Analyze in small group/whole class discussion how to find details in the text in

order to make an inference:

» Identify key details in the text by focusing on the subject (nouns and associated
pronouns) (bold) (e.g., hurricane, cyclone, typhoon, storms, they).

* Identify key details by focusing on description (adjectives) (italics) (e.g.,
tropical, warm, moist, including comparative adjectives: er and est endings:
bigger, mightiest).

* Identify words and phrases that convey location (nouns) (underline) (e.g., the
oceans, the world, ashore).

¢ Identify actions (verbs) (wavy underline) (e.g., roar, develop, feeding).

» Use words and phrases to refer to examples from a text (e.g., for instance, as an
example, such as).
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
