Linguistic Demands: The following are some examples in English that may vary based on the language of instruction. In the first three levels
(entering, emerging and transitioning), students can approach these linguistic demands in the new and/or home language.

* Use introductory words and phrases to paraphrase and present the topic of the » Use cause and effect words (e.g., because, since, so) to present information.

» Use transitional words (e.g., then, after that, in the beginning, in the end) to direction.
support the paraphrasing sequencing and chronological markers.

* Use compare and contrast words and phrases (e.g., like, unlike, whereas, similar,
on the one hand, on the other hand) to present relational information.
