Also, all children should
complete high school and have access to college in the Great Society. Johnson
believes that it is not only the government’s job to make this happen, but also the job
of Americans themselves.

Johnson acknowledges that some people think the Great Society is not possible to
achieve. He responds by saying that he disagrees because, “We have the power to
shape the civilization that we want.” He then calls on the students in the audience to
use their will, their labor, and their hearts to help build the Great Society.

He also makes his
major points one more time: “to give every citizen the full equality,” and “to give
every citizen an escape from the crushing weight of poverty,” and “to prove that our
material progress is only the foundation on which we will build a richer life of mind
and spirit.”

That shows that he is standing up for the good of other
people. He also takes a stand for the environment. In Part 3 he says, “the water we
drink, the food we eat, the very air that we breathe, are threatened with pollution.”
This shows that he wants people to stop polluting and help take care of the
environment. Lastly, Johnson takes a stand for people’s education. He uses statistics
to show how many Americans don’t have enough education. He thinks that needs to
be solved.
