Some ways to encourage students to share their thinking:

» Invite elaboration of an idea (e.g., Uh-huh. Tell us more about that.).

» Ask for clarification (e.g., I’'m not sure I understand. Is there another way you can explain that?).

* Encourage new points of view (e.g., Mm-hmmm, so what does everyone else think? How can we relate this issue to a broader idea? What
